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Established in 2004, the Citibank University Banking Course was developed with the aim of 
introducing university students to the banking industry and nurturing future business 
leaders.  Since launch, more than 400 university students in Hong Kong have attended the 
banking course and received in total over 300 hours of teaching on the fundamentals of 
banking and finance.
